Personal, emotional and social needs are always given high priority, so the child is ready to learn. We also try to use the funding to broaden the range of experiences the children have access to. We aim to use the funding to narrow any gap in attainment and progress between children who are eligible for EYPP and their peers. Children’s individual learning needs will change throughout the school year, and we ensure any planned intervention reflects this, by carefully scrutinising any data, and setting short term targets which are evidenced through observations, assessments and meetings with parents/carers and Nursery School staff.
